• �Engine oil become thick in cold weather 
and engine cranks slow. • Change grade of oil according to the weather. (Temperature)
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※ If you do not find the cause of trouble, consult your dealer for assistance.

• �Start motor does not rotate when key 

switch is turned
• Depress the clutch pedal unless depressed. (Manual type)

• Put the PTO switch to the OFF position.
